SUBJECT:  WYHA Coach Selection Process

1. All coaching candidates are required by the Board of Directors to submit a coaching application by respective team level:
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The Board of Directors will publish the deadline to submit applications on an annual basis.  Coaches are required to apply for a head coaching or assistant coaching position.
2. The Board of Directors or designated committee will approve all assistant coach applicants by reviewing and accepting their applications.

3. Head coaching candidates, regardless of level, are required to submit to an interview process by a three member panel designated by the Board of Directors.  The interview panel will consist of the following:

a. President, WYHA Board of Directors (Panel Chair)
b. Waterloo Warriors Head Coach
c. Waterloo Warriors or Black Hawks Assistant Coach designated by the Warriors Head Coach

4. Upon completion of the interview process the interview panel will recommend head coaching selections to the full board for ratification.

5. Once ratified, the Head Coach will select his or her assistants from the pool of applicants approved by the Board of Directors or designated committee.

a. Head Coaches must select at least one assistant.
b. Head Coaches are permitted to select head coaching candidates that were not selected as head coaches if they so choose.
c. Head Coaches and selected assistants will serve as the only approved on ice or off ice coaches.

d. Head coaching candidates not selected as either a Head Coach or an Assistant Coach are not permitted to coach on or off the ice without approval of the Head Coach.

The Waterloo Youth Hockey Association (WYHA) has adopted the requirement that no person will be considered for appointment as a WYHA coach until a sub-committee of the Board has received and reviewed a completed coaching application. In accordance with the Tri-State Amateur Hockey Association guidelines, coaches, both head and assistant, are required to obtain the required level of certification through the USA Hockey Coaching Achievement Program. Each coach must be USA Hockey carded at the appropriate level by December 31, 2007. In addition, each coach will be required to comply with the screening procedures of USA Hockey.
